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How to Access WebCATS

WebCATS is accessed through Defense Supply Center Richmond’s Home Page.  (www.dscr.dla.mil)
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There are two ways to access WebCATS.

1. Click on Customer Information.( Second link on the Left side of  the page)

2. Click on WebCATS. (Under quick links on the Lower right of page)
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Customer Information Link

After choosing the Customer Information Link, this screen will appear.
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Click on the WebCATS link under the heading Sources of Online Information.

This will bring up the WebCATS information Page. (see pages 6-7)

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This is the main WebCATS Information page. It provides numerous links.

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WebCATS Secured Socket Layer (SSL)

WebCATS uses SSL (https) to secure information between the WebCATS

Site and WebCATS users.  If you should receive a “server not found” or

“DNS error” , make sure your Security settings can support reaching a secured site.

Click the Tools menu, and then click Internet Options. On the Advanced tab, 

scroll to the Security section and check settings for SSL 2.0, SSL 3.0, TLS 1.0, PCT 1.0.

Main Menu Features

For ease in navigating through WebCATS, there is a Fast Menu option in the top left hand corner of each screen. Click on the down arrow and select a WebCATS link, then click on the Go! button.

· For questions or comments about WebCATS, or submitting suggestions, click on the link to send an email.

· If an error is encountered or a problem with WebCATS is discovered, click on the link to send an email to our DSCR Help Line.

· The page states when your password will expire, and then allow you the option to change your password. 

· Use of WebCATS requires either Netscape Communicator 4.0+ or Internet Explorer 4.0+ browsers in order to operate successfully. 
At the top right of the main page is a link called Current CATS Status.  When an envelope appears, it means a new message has been posted.  Click the link, or the envelope to read the message notifying the user of any current problems with WebCATS or the data.  Also, the status box will let the user know when the latest version of WebCATS was released.  By clicking on the release number (ex. 5.2i), a list of the changes that were implemented with each release will appear.

Weapon System (WSDC):  Use this to find NSNs for specific weapon systems.  Search by Service, Type, Weapon System Designator Code(WSDC), and Keyword.
Special Program Requirements (SPR) by DODACC:  Obtain a list of all the SPR document numbers and detail data for a specific DODAAC.  Also, search by Project Code and Output Routing Code.

WebCATS contains NSN Detailed Information for NSNs that are managed by Defense Supply Center Richmond (S9G), Defense Supply Center Philadelphia (S9I), Defense Supply Center Columbus (S9C/S9E), and Defense Supply Center Philadelphia(S9M/S9T). Logistics data is also available from NAVICP-Philadelphia/Mechanicsburg (N32/N35).

Once an NSN Inquiry is selected, the user may either enter a NSN or a NIIN in the search box.  If the NSN is not managed by any of the previously mentioned sources, WebCATS will state who the manager is.  NSN information is broken down into 14 separate areas.  The first screen that appears after typing in an NSN and hitting enter or pressing the go! button is the General screen.  The top of the screen will display which ICP manages the NSN.  Underneath this are the 14 links to other types of information available for this NSN.

NSN Inquiry (National Stock Number Inquiry)

GENERAL

This screen displays a list of elements such as issuable stock on hand, item name, various management codes, price, coded users, acquisition method and suffix codes, and a list of any WSDCs that the NSN is coded to.

After a valid NSN or NIIN code is entered, or the GENERAL link is clicked, this screen will appear.
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B/O STATUS 

This screen will display any stocked backorders against the NSN.  The total backorders are broken down by Lines/Quantity and by NMCS, IPG-I, IPG-II, IPG-III.  The backorder lines/quantity are also broken down by service.  Click on the review buttons to see the document number on backorder.
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Backorders by Service Only, Review Total Backorders, Review IPG-1

If the service (in this example ‘Air Force’) is selected, this page will appear.

This page displays the total backorders for the service selected.

Click on the Back arrow to return to the main B/O Status page.

This page will only display IF the service has backorders.

Review Total Backorders, Review NMCS, Review IPG-I, Review IPG-II, Review IPG-III 

all work the same way as displaying total backorders by service only.
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DVD B/O STATUS

This link will show a count of lines/quantity broken down by NMCS, IPG-I, IPG-II, and IPG-III for any direct vendor delivery backorders against the NSN. A future enhancement will include the ability to review the DVD backorders.  Currently DVDs may be viewed by clicking on the DVD DATA link.
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KTR DATA   

This link will display all the contracts for the specific NSN (excluding service contracts –  click on the DUE-IN DATA link to see these).  Specific data elements include the contractor’s name and cage code, quantity, award date, due-in date, shipped and received information, as well as cancellation information.
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PR DATA  

This link will display all the purchase requests for the specific NSN (excluding service purchase requests –click on the DUE-IN DATA link to see these).  Specific data elements include quantity, solicitation date, buyers code and cancellation information.

RECOMMENDED BUY

This link will display any recommended buys for the specific NSN.  A recommended buy is the first stage in the procurement cycle, before it becomes a purchase request.  Specific data elements include quantity, project code, and a requisition number if applicable.

DVD DATA 

This link will display any requisitions that are on direct vendor delivery for the specific NSN.  It is broken down into contracts and purchase requests.  Recommended Buy DVD data is not displayed (should be in a future version).  Specific data elements displayed include the contract or purchase request number, requisition number, quantity, contractor name and cage, shipped and received information.

DUE-IN DATA

This link will display all the dues-in for a specific NSN, to include purchase requests, contracts, recommended buys, direct vendor deliveries, and service type dues-in.  Specific data elements displayed include the type of due-in code, storage location, contract or purchase request number, due-in date, and quantity.
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DEMAND HISTORY DATA 

This link will display the frequency and quantity demanded for a specific NSN during the current month, current quarter (which does not include the current month), and the previous eight quarters. 
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SPR

This link will display all the special program requirements that have been accepted for a specific NSN.  Data elements displayed include the document number, forecast quantity, support date, project code, and supplementary address.
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Click on a column heading to sort that column by ascending or descending order.

ONRR 

This link will display any other non-recurring requirements for a specific NSN.  Data elements displayed include the service code, quantity, support date, routing identifier code for the support depot, and the received date.
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REQUISITION  

This link will display all the open requisitions for a specific NSN.  Data elements displayed include the supplementary address, document number, modified priority code, priority code, quantity, date established, required delivery date, and the status code.
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Note: Click on a Document Number to link to Requisition Inquiry page. 

TOTAL SOH

This link will display all the stock on hand for a specific NSN, to include the condition and ownership/purpose code, the quantity at each storage location, and if there are any freeze codes.
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ITEM NOTES/SIMI

This link will provide the latest written status (if available) from the item manager for a specific NSN.  

For DSCR (S9G) managed NSNs this information is found by clicking on the Item Notes link.  Specific information could include an anticipated get well date, problem statement, emergency supply operations status, contract and purchase request status, item manager name, and the date the information was last updated.  There is also a link for substitute NSN information.  For more detailed Long Term Contract reporting, WebCATS is linked to several systems.  Contract Status provides a link to ELLIS (Enterprise Linked Logistics Information Source) where applicable, formatted information from the POPS Vendor file in WebCATS datastore, and if none of the previous data is present, WebCATS gets contract data from the LTC database.

For DSCC (S9C/E) managed NSNs the information is broken down into four links: manager review, freeze code, simi memo, and substitute. For DSCP (S9I) managed NSNs the information is found under simi memo or substitute.

ACTIVITY ADDRESS CODE (AAC)

A six position alphanumeric code depicting an in-the-clear address of individuals or activities authorized to direct, ship, or receive materiel, documentation, and/or billing.

ACQUISITION METHOD/SUFFIX CODE (AMC/AMSC)

A code reflecting the decision of the Inventory Control Point (ICP) based upon a planned procurement review.  A combination of the two codes is required.

ADMINISTRATIVE LEAD TIME (DAYS) (ALT)

A three digit numeric field used in the SCF to express the time interval between the date of the supply control information indicating a need for purchase and the award of an order or contract to a vendor. This time interval includes both the time required to review the SCF and the time required to award the order or contract. This time interval, when used for purchase purposes, is limited to the time interval between citation of the PR and the award date.

BACKORDER (B/O)

The quantity of a materiel item requisitioned by ordering activities which is not immediately available for issue, but which is recorded as a stock commitment for future issue. Includes demands for stocked items processed for purchase for direct shipment but not yet shipped.

CAGE

Commercial and Governmental Entity Code

CDD

Contract Delivery Date

CLIN

Contract Line Item Number

CRITICAL ITEM CODE (CIC)

A code, which identifies items, determined to have critical application in accordance with DLAR 3200.3. These items are essential to the preservation of life in emergencies or essential to end item or system performance, the failure of which would adversely affect the successful accomplishment of a military operation. An NSN designated as a critical item requires special consideration in the data review process in determining the availability of data required for the preparation of a PR. Whenever this code is input to the PTDF, the QCC must appear in positions 21-23 of DIC YQL. If the QCC is missing, the RB will be suspended.

DUE IN 

Quantities of supplies scheduled to be received from vendors, repair facilities, assembly operation, inter-depot transfers, and other sources.

ESSENTIAL ITEM CODE (EIC)

A code to indicate the relative essentiality of items. These codes are to be assigned at the discretion of the DSC to items, which cannot be identified to a particular program or system in the SCF. These codes are 1 through 5 in order of importance with 1 being the most important and 5 being the least important.

ELECTRONIC PROCUREMENT PROGRAM CODE (EPPC)   

This code indicates how an item is to be procured via electronic means. The EPPC is automatically changed to ‘G’ when an NSN is turned on in the POPS (SEPP) file.              

EXPENDABILITY, RECOVERABILITY, AND REPARABILITY CATEGORY  (ERRC)

A code denoting the expendability, recoverability, and reparability category employed in management of an item of supply. 

FLIGHT SAFETY INDICATOR (FSI)

Identifies a safety of flight item.

FOREIGN MILITARY SALES (FMS)

Sales of defense articles or Defense Services by DoD to eligible foreign countries and international organizations under the authority of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, as amended.

FUTURE SUPPLY STATUS CODE (FSSC)

A code indicating that a catalog change action has been initiated to change the Supply Status Code as of a future effective date. The code reflects the future supply status of an item.

INTERCHANGEABLE AND SUBSTITUTABLE FAMILY

An I&S family is an entity of items which possess physical and functional characteristics such as to provide comparable performance for a given requirement under given conditions. Further, an I&S family is the full range of items determined by the managing or using S/A to have interchangeable or substitutable relationships with each other and for which a common master item can substitute.

ISSUABLE ASSETS

The quantity of assets on-hand ready for issue in appropriate condition.

INVENTORY CONTROL POINT (ICP)

An organizational unit or activity within a DoD supply system that is assigned the primary responsibility for the materiel management of a group of items, either for a particular Service or for the DoD as a whole. Materiel inventory management includes cataloging direction, requirements computation, procurement direction, distribution management, disposal direction, and, generally, rebuild direction.

ITEM CATEGORY CODE (ICC)

A code assigned to an item to indicate whether it is to be managed as a replenishment demand type or a numeric stockage objective.

ITEM FREEZE CODE /FREEZE CODE (FRC)

A code used to freeze the record, either by location or by system (NSN), against one or more types of transactions.

KTR Qty

Contract Quantity

LIFE SUPPORT EQUIPMENT (LSE)

Item/equipment used for life support in association with systems.

MANAGER REVIEW (MR) CODE (MRC)

A code assigned to an item of supply, which requires action deviating from normal procedure.

MATERIAL MANAGEMAENT AGGREGATION CODE (MMAC)

This code is used within DoD to identify the specific management of special item grouping and weapon system related items.

MAXIMUM RELEASE QUANTITY (MRQ)

The maximum quantity of stock authorized for issue against a single requisition without manager review action.

NATIONAL STOCK NUMBER (NSN)

An NSN is a number assigned to each different item of supply by a NATO or other Foreign Country. It consists of the four digits Federal Supply Classification Code and the NIIN. The NIIN consists of the two digits NCB Code and a seven digit non-significant number assigned by each NCB. The same seven-digit number may be assigned by more than one country; however, the NCB Code makes each NIIN unique.

NMCS

Not mission capable supply

NOUMENCLATURE (NOUN)

Identifies the item by name.

NUMERIC STOCKAGE OBJECTIVE (NSO) QUANTITY

A quantity established as a stockage objective for items demanded, or expected to be demanded, too infrequently for stockage on a replenishment demand basis but justified for stockage to attain greater Military effectiveness.

OUTPUT ROUTING CODE (ORC)

Codes used to identify the organization and/or individual responsible for supply management within a DSC.

OTHER NON-RECURRING REQUIREMENTS (ONRR’s)

ONRR’s provide advance notice of non-repetitive demands, which would be otherwise unknown and unavailable at Defense Supply Centers.  Non-recurring requirements are recorded and used in requirements computations if the support date occurs during ALT or PLT.  They are considered additive requirements and are not subject to level checks, percentages, or smoothing.

PAPERLESS ORDER PLACEMENT SYSTEM (POPS)

A system that automatically creates electronic delivery orders against long-term contracts and forwards them to a vendor’s electronic mailbox. 

PART NUMBER (P/N)

A vendor’s commercial number used to identify an item that sometimes corresponds to a NSN.

PROCUREMENT LEAD TIME (PLT)

The total of administrative and production lead times.

PRODUCT CENTER (PC)

Identifies the administrative office the item manager is assigned to at the managing inventory control point.

PURCHASE REQUEST (PR)

Authenticated document prepared by a supply office, stating the requirements in quantities and delivery dates for materiel or services and authorizing the procurement office to proceed with acquisition of the materiel or services.

QUARTERLY FORECAST OF DEMAND (QFD)

The forecasted recurring requirement for the current quarter and for each subsequent quarter when Program Change Factors are not applicable; used in supply control for computing recurring requirements for the various time periods such as Procurement Lead-time, Procurement Cycle, and Balance PTFMR. A quantity of one will always be indicated for items using the QFD process.

REORDER POINT (ROP) QUANTITY (SYSTEM)

The quantitative point in the supply status of a Replenishment Demand Type Item at which replenishment action must normally be initiated in order to permit continuous supply support.

REPAIRABILITY CODE

A code that indicates whether an item is repairable or non-repairable.

ROUTING IDENTIFIER CODE (RIC)

A three digit code that identifies a specific supply and distribution organization as to its Military Service or Governmental ownership and its geographical location.

SOURCE OF SUPPLY (SOS)

The ICP or activity that manages the NSN.

SPECIAL PROGRAM REQUIREMENTS (SPR)

An expected need in support of customer special programs, which could not be forecast by a DSC through the use of available demand history.

STANDARD UNIT PRICE (S/P, SUP)

The current standard catalog unit price of an NSN based upon the UI.

STOCK ON HAND (SOH)

The quantity of stock physically on hand in storage locations within the system, due in between locations or due in from repair and/or testing. It is the sum of Asset Groups 3 plus 7 plus 10 minus Asset Group 6.

SUPPLY STATUS CODES (SSC)

A series of codes used to reflect, in materiel management records and in the Federal Cataloging System, decisions made by inventory managers as to the normal means-of-supply stockage/nonstockage status of each assigned NSN.

TECHNICAL OPERATIONS REVIEW (TOR)

These codes indicate the frequency the Directorate of Technical Operations personnel desire to review the data recorded in the PTDF.

TYPE ITEM CODE

Represents classification of items according to the physical and chemical characteristics and significant features of the item.

UNIFORM MATERIEL ISSUE PRIORITY SYSTEM (UMIPS)

A system to ensure that requirements are processed IAW the mission of the requiring activity and the urgency of need and to establish maximum uniform requisitions processing and materiel movement standards. (The criterion for application of the UMIPS is prescribed in DoDI 4410.6, 24 April 1961.) See MILSTRIP Manual DoD 4140.17-M.

UNIT OF ISSUE (UI)

A two position alpha code catalog abbreviation of the UI of an item.

WEAPON SYSTEM DESIGNATOR CODE (WSDC)

A code assigned by DLA to identify selected weapon systems of each Service which have Weapon System application in the WSSP, appendix A-44, part I.

WEAPON SYSTEM ESSENTIALITY CODE (WSEC)

A code used to determine the essentiality of an item to a particular Weapon System for the specific WSDC Service.

WEAPON SYSTEM INDICATOR CODE (WSIC)

A code used in the WSSP to identify Weapon System Support Items application in the DLA Weapon Systems Support Program and additionally indicates the WS Essentiality, appendix A-38, part I, of the item to system operability as well as level of intensified management required.

Overview

The CIL is the official list which receives high level attention from those individuals concerned with the management of supply items and often reflects the state of parts whose availability can seriously affect the readiness of U.S. armed forces.  

The CRD performs a similar function for both Europe and Pacific Customer Support Representatives (CSRs),  except that the lists are considered unofficial and serve as tools for keeping track of parts which the CSRs feel compelled to monitor.

The IML is designed to provide the Pacific list managers with a means of semi-officially tracking critical parts, identified by National Stock Number (NSN), that are associated with weapon systems utilized by various branches of the Defense Department such as the Army, Navy, Air Force, and Marines.  

SAR’s may be submitted from either CRD or IML screen links, however any item listed on the CIL is already presumed to have received such a high level of attention that a SAR would

be redundant.

The data tracked by a list is entered by a user and grouped by projects.  The project name  represents the defense organization to which the data is related.  Each project may contain many data records for an NSN being tracked, however a requisition number can only be entered once per project list (i.e., no duplicates are permitted).  The assembly of records for a project is known as a project list.  Each list has specific people assigned to manage it.  The list manager is the only person with privileges to manipulate the data on the list.

The viewing, searching, adding, editing, and deleting of the list records is the heart of the list management software.  In order to help the list manager do his/her job, the application has been written to provide data manipulation capabilities such as data drill-down, display reformatting, display sorting, and data downloading.  To maintain some measure of data consistency, certain user entered fields have been set up to be populated with drop-down lists from which the user may choose an item.

CIL/CRD/IML Technical Users Guide

Introduction
This document provides technical direction for the use of the Critical Item List (CIL), Customer Readiness Drivers (CRD), and Intensive Management List (IML) applications which are part of the Web Customer Account Tracking System (WebCATS) release 5.3i.  The information presented herein may be used to help you effectively navigate through the applications and perform the functions for which it was designed - primarily keeping track of specific parts for equipment which is essential to the support of the U.S. armed forces.

The CIL, CRD, and IML applications perform similar functions, but differ in their level of visibility and importance to those individuals charged with ensuring supply items are available when needed.  The underlying similarity of the applications make it possible to present all three in one technical user’s guide.  The difference among the applications will be pointed out at the relevant time.

Scope

This document is limited to discussing the mechanics of using the list management applications.  It does not provide the functional aspects of performing the job associated with using the applications (i.e., how a Customer Support Representative performs his or her duties).  The decisions as to “why” and “when” to add and modify data for the various list management applications is beyond the scope of this document, however it will provide answers as to “how” to add and modify data using the applications. 

Requirements

The requirements for using the CIL, CRD, and IML list management applications are as follows:

· You must have access to the WebCATS software using a standard web browser such as Netscape’s Navigator or Microsoft’s Internet Explorer (preferred) and both browser versions must support the use of Java Script.

· You must have a user name and password in order to log into the WebCATS system.  Further, users who require the ability to add, edit, and delete records from the various management lists must be given specific privileges to do so (requested via the WebCATS webmistress who may be contacted using the hyperlink on the WebCATS main web page).  Please note, add, edit, and delete privileges are restricted to specific Customer Support Representatives and those users are usually restricted to specific project lists.

WebCATS Desk Guide

Overview

The WebCATS 5.3i release resulted in the creation of a new application called the Intensive Management Lists (IML) which is patterned after the Critical Item List (CIL) and Customer Readiness Drivers (CRD) applications which have also been updated with the release.  The IML is designed to provide the Pacific list managers with a means of semi-officially tracking critical parts, identified by National Stock Number (NSN), that are associated with weapon systems utilized by various branches of the Defense Department such as the Army, Navy, Air Force, and Marines.  The CRD performs a similar function for both Europe and Pacific Customer Support Representatives (CSRs),  except that the lists are considered unofficial and serve as tools for keeping track of parts which the CSRs feel compelled to monitor.  The CIL is the official list which receives high level attention from those individuals concerned with the management of supply items and often reflects the state of parts whose availability can seriously affect the readiness of U.S. armed forces.

The data tracked using the list management applications is entered by a user and is grouped by projects named to represent the defense organization for which the data is related.  Each project may contain many data records for an NSN being tracked, however a requisition number can only be entered once per project list (i.e., no duplicates are permitted).  The assembly of records for a project is known as a project list.  Each list has specific people assigned to manage it.  The list manager is the only person with privileges to manipulate the data on the list.

The viewing, searching, adding, editing, and deleting of the list records is the heart of the list management software.  In order to help the list manager do his/her job, the application has been written to provide data manipulation capabilities such as data drill-down, display reformatting, display sorting, and data downloading.  To maintain some measure of data consistency, certain user entered fields have been set up to be populated with drop-down lists from which the user may choose an item.

Because the CIL, CRD, and IML applications are so closely linked in their functionality, their underlying application code is very similar.  Therefore, the user’s guide for one application may be used for the other two.  This guide will use screen captures from the Customer Readiness Drivers (CRD) application to help illustrate the text.  With a few title changes, the screen captures can represent any one of the applications.  Therefore, use the images presented as a general representation of what you can expect when viewing the same page in each application.  The variation among the applications will be pointed out when relevant.

The remainder of this document will detail the capabilities of the list management applications.  Step by step instructions will be provided for viewing records in various ways along with instructions for adding, updating, and deleting list records.  Finally, searching list records for specific NSNs and weapon systems will be explained.

Accessing List Management Application Data

All list management applications are accessed from the WebCATS Main page using either the appropriate hyperlink or the fast menu located in the upper left corner.  When using the fast menu, select the desired application in the drop-down box and click the “Go!” button.  As a general web navigation note within the WebCATS application, it is possible to jump directly to a desired application’s main page by using the fast menu.

If you are attempting to access the Customer Readiness Drivers (CRD) application you will be presented with the “Welcome to the Customer Readiness Drivers (CRD) Application” page (see Figure 1 - Region Selection Page).  A drop-down box with the choices of “DLA Europe CRD” or “DLA Pacific CRD” is displayed.  Selecting the option for the region you wish to access will cause the CRD main list management page to be presented (see Figure 2 - Main List Management Page).  The Critical Item List (CIL) and Intensive Management Lists (IML) applications do not have the region selection page and will go directly to the main list management page for the corresponding application (see Figure 2 - Main List Management Page).
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One thing to notice when using the main list management page (see Figure 2) is that the options presented will vary depending on which application is being access and who is accessing it.  The contents of the drop-down boxes will be populated with information relevant to the application (i.e., the CRD for Europe will contain project lists for the Europe region while the CRD for Pacific will contain project lists for the Pacific region).  In addition, the “Add/Edit/Delete List Records” option will only appear for the list managers who have special privileges to add, edit, and delete list data.
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Viewing List Records

The “View Lists” part of all list management applications are designed to provide “view only” access to the various list records (both current and archived).  The records are primarily organized into lists by the various defense organization for which the data is related.  In addition to the separate lists, the current records may be viewed collectively in one list.  When a record is deleted (see “Adding, Editing, and Deleting List Records”), it is moved into an archive list.  The archive list may be viewed separately from the current records.  Additionally, the software will allow the user to view records that were archived using the Critical Item List (CIL) application.  This section of the user guide is designed to present the features described above.

Whenever the “List Management Application” is mentioned, substitute the specific application you are using (i.e., Critical Item List, Customer Readiness Drivers, or Intensive Management Lists).

Viewing Specific Record Lists

The specific record lists contain only those records which belong to a specific project.  Select a specific list using the drop-down box located under the “View Lists” title (see Figure 2).  The specific lists are identified by their explicit reference to a particular armed forces organization or military operation.

Upon selection of the specific list, the application will display a page with the title of the list at the top and the records specific to the list at the bottom.  By default, the records displayed are sorted by the date they were added to the list (see Figure 3 - View List Records).
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Sorting List Records

While on the record list page, the data may be sorted in ascending or descending order for all data columns. Sorting may be done by clicking on the arrows appearing under each of the column headings.  Once clicked, the arrows will cause the data to be redisplayed according the column heading and the sort arrow selected.

Changing Display Date Formats

The dates on the record list page may be displayed in either standard “dd-mon-yy” or “yddd” Julian format.  This may be done by clicking on the “View All Dates in Standard Format”  or “View All Dates in Julian Format” hyperlink (depending on the current date display format) at the top of the page.  All columns containing dates will be redisplayed in the selected format.  The browser’s “Back” button may be used to toggle between the two formats once the date format has been changed from its original state.

Downloading Records to Excel

The data displayed on the record list page may be downloaded to an Excel spreadsheet.  This may be done by clicking on the “Download to Excel” hyperlink.  Once clicked, the “Unknown File Type” pop-up window will be displayed (if using Internet Explorer).  Click the “Save File” button on the pop-up window and save the file to a convenient location.  Note: You may need to add the ”.xls” extension to the file name to save it properly.

Weapon System Descriptions

A feature of all the record list pages that display “weapon system” data is the ability to access a detailed description of selectable weapon systems.  This information is displayed on the “Weapon System Descriptions” pop-up page whenever the “Weapon System” column header hyperlink is clicked.  A second browser window will open and display the “Weapon System Description” page.  The display contains a brief and detailed description of all weapon systems currently loaded in the weapon system list lookup table stored in the database.  The pop-up window may be closed by clicking the “X” in the upper right corner of the window or choosing “File” -> “Close” from the menu bar.

Note: The “Weapon System” field is populated by a drop-down box based on the data in the “weapon_system_list” database table - contact the WebCATS webmistress using the hyperlink on the WebCATS main web page regarding requests for the addition of new systems.

Supply Assistance Request (SAR) Button

The CRD and IML applications allow you to submit a Supply Assistance Request (SAR) for managed NSNs (via a “SAR” button next to each record).  SARs allow you to elevate the visibility  that a critical part receives.  The nature of the Critical Item List (CIL) makes submitting a SAR redundant as the CIL already commands the highest visibility, therefore no “SAR” button will be displayed.  This a difference between the CIL and the other applications.

The application incorporates special programming logic for SARs submitted for S9G managed NSNs.  These NSNs require that the associated requisition be in a status of “BB”, “BV”, “BZ”, or “BD” and have a priority code of “01”, “02”, or “03” in order for a SAR to be submitted.  Should a requisition not meet the criteria, a message indicating such will be displayed.  When a SAR is submitted for S9C, S9E, S9I, S9T, or S9M NSN/requisition combinations, clicking the “SAR Submittal” button will bring you to the DLA Supply web site for SAR submittals.  SAR status is not displayed for these ICPs at this time.

Data Drill Down Capabilities

Within each displayed record, there are several data values which appear as underlined hyperlinks.  Depending on the data item, the hyperlink will present additional information from within the WebCATS system about the selected record.  The following are the data drill down hyperlinks on the “View List Records” page:

· The “Record Number” hyperlinked data item will provide you with detailed SIMI information.  Click one of the numbers under the “Record Number” column to see this functionality.  A separate browser window will open containing the record’s list information along with any SIMI comments associated with it.  Note: The record number is not hyperlinked when viewing archived data.

· The “Doc Num” hyperlinked data item will provide you with detailed requisition information via the Requisition Inquiry sub-system of WebCATS.  Click one of the numbers under the “Doc Num” column to see this functionality.  A separate browser window will open with requisition information from WebCATS.  Should WebCATS not contain information for the Doc Num (i.e., requisition number), a message indicating such will be presented along with a button hot-link to access the DSS system.

· The “NSN” hyperlinked data item will provide you with detailed NSN, Briefing Chart, or WSDC List information.   Click one of the numbers under the “NSN” column to see this functionality.  A separate browser window will open containing buttons which will allow you to access NSN Detail, Briefing Chart, or WSDC List information.  Clicking one of the buttons will present the desired information.

Viewing All Current List Records

The list management applications provide a means of displaying all of the current (i.e., non-archived) records on one page.  This may be helpful for seeing and sorting all records together without having to jump from list to list.  To view all list records, select the “View All Current List Records” from the drop-down box located under the “View Lists” title (see Figure 2).

Upon selection of the “View All Current List Records” item, the application will display a page with the title “All List Records” at the top and every current record at the bottom (see Figure 3).  No matter which list a record belongs to, it will be listed.  The name of the list a record belongs to can be determined by looking at the “List Name” column appearing near the left side of the page.  By default, the records displayed are sorted by list name then the date they were originally added to the list.

Viewing All Current List Records Options

While on the record list page displaying all current list records, you may perform the same sorting, reformatting, downloading, SAR submittal, and drill down functions described earlier.  See the section named “Viewing Specific Record Lists” for details.

Viewing Archived Data

The list management applications provide a means of displaying data that has been deleted from the current lists.  The deleted data is moved into a separate list know as “Archive Data”.  In general, there are two types of archived data - archived data from the CRD or IML application (depending on which application you are currently in) and archived data from the CIL application.  The exception to this is when you are in the CIL application, in which case you will only be able to see the CIL application’s archived data.  The CRD and IML applications were given access to the CIL archive data at the request of the application’s sponsor.  It will be clear from the “View Lists” menu options in the drop-down box which archive list is accessible.  

The  archive data for the CRD or IML application my be accessed by selecting the “View Archive Data” item using the drop-down box located under the “View Lists” title (see Figure 2).  This data is not the same as the CIL data (unless you are in the CIL application).  Remember, the archive data represents records that have been deleted from a current list. 

Upon selection of the “View Archive Data” item, the application will display a page with the title at the top indicating that the records are from archive.  The bottom of the page will display all non-CIL archived record (again, unless you are in the CIL application).  No matter which list the record belonged to before it was archived, it will be listed.  The name of the list a record belongs to can be determined by looking at the “List Name” column appearing near the left side of the page.  By default, the records displayed are sorted by the list name and then the date they were originally added to the list (see Figure 4).
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Note: The difference between the “View List Records” page and the “View Archive List Records” page is the inclusion of the “Rec Delete Date” and the exclusion of the SAR button and “Record Number” hyperlink on the archive display.

Viewing Archived Data Options

While on the record list page displaying archived list records, you may perform the same sorting, reformatting, downloading, and drill down functions described earlier with the exception of the ability to submit a SAR.  The SAR submittal process is not permitted for deleted records.  A SAR may be submitted by adding the requisition and associated NSN information to a current CRD or IML list and subsequently submitting a SAR.  Alternatively, a SAR may be submitted by using the WebCATS main menu option “CATS - SARs Request Submittal/Status”.  See the section named “Viewing Specific Record Lists” for details on manipulating the record list display.

Viewing Archived CIL Data

As mentioned above, the list management applications can display data that has been deleted from the current lists.  Due to the high profile nature of the Critical Item List data, its archived data is accessed via its own drop-down menu item identified as “View Archive CIL Data” (see Figure 2).  The archived CIL data is accessible from all list management applications.

Upon selection of the “View Archive CIL Data” item, the application will display a page with the title “Archived Critical Item List Records” at the top and every archived CIL record at the bottom (see Figure 4).  No matter which list the record belonged to before it was archived, it will be listed.  The name of the list a record belonged to can be determined by looking at the “List Name” column appearing near the left side of the page.  By default, the records displayed are sorted by the list name and then the date they were originally added to the list.

Viewing Archived CIL Data Options

While on the record list page displaying archived CIL list records, you may perform the same sorting, reformatting, downloading, and drill down functions described in the earlier with the exception of the ability to submit a SAR.  The SAR submittal process is not permitted for CIL records.

Adding, Editing, and Deleting List Records

The “Add, Edit, or Delete List Records” part of the list management applications are designed to provide a means of maintaining the current list records.  The records are primarily organized into lists by the various defense organization for which the data is related.  Each list can be maintained via adding, editing or deleting the records on the list.   Before any record can be manipulated, the specific list the record currently belongs to or the list the record will belong to must be selected.  The specific list is chosen and then the add, edit, or delete option is selected.  New records are added to the selected list, modified records are updated on the list they currently belong to, and deleted records are removed from their current list.  When a record is deleted, it is moved from the current record list onto an archive list.  The archive list may be viewed separately (see “Viewing List Records” section).  Once a record has been added or modified, you will be given the opportunity to view the updated list.

It should be noted that only users who have been given special privileges to maintain the list records will be able to see the “Add, Edit, or Delete List Records” option and perform these functions.  Access is set up by way of database roles and a record entry in a special database table which utilizes the user’s Oracle user name and associates it with the necessary privileges for a given application.  Users are restricted to add, edit, and delete capabilities for specific project lists based on the access table entries.

The current version of the list management applications will support the entry of part numbers in the NSN field, but will not display associated NSN information for those part numbers.  Additionally, when an NSN is entered, only NSNs that are associated with the six supply centers (e.g., Philadelphia (S9I), Philadelphia - Medical (S9M), Philadelphia - Textiles (S9T), Columbus – Construction (S9C), Columbus – Electronics (S9E), and Richmond (S9G)) will have NSN information retrieved.  NIIN entry is not currently supported.  Additionally, users may enter any value for the requisition number (i.e., Document Number) as it is not validated, however invalid requisition numbers will cause incomplete data retrieval related to the requisition.  Therefore, it is incumbent on the user to enter valid requisition numbers in order for the non-user entered data fields to be properly populated with data from the various supply center databases.  Once an NSN/part number and requisition number is added as a list record, they cannot be modified (i.e., the NSN and requisition number values once entered and saved cannot be changed for that record).

As before, whenever the term “List Management Application” is mentioned, substitute the specific application you are using (i.e., Critical Item List, Customer Readiness Drivers, or Intensive Management Lists).

Adding New List Records

Records may be added to any list you have privileges to maintain.  Choose an available list from the “Add, Edit, or Delete List Records” drop-down box (see Figure 2).  Next, select “Add” from the drop-down box to the Right of the project name selection drop-down box.  Note: The order in which the above steps are done is important – the follow-on page will not be presented unless the project is selected first and then the action to be performed is chosen.

Following the selection of the “Add” option, the “Add Records for Project:” page will be displayed with the title of the list at the top and empty records listed at the bottom (see Figure 5 - Add List Records).  Fill in the various data entry fields making sure to consider the special instructions listed at the top of the page and in the headers of the columns.  Important: The “Requisition Number” must be filled in or the record will not be saved.

One or more records may be added at one time.  Following the entry of the data in the various fields, click on the “Add Record(s)” button at the bottom of the page.  Clicking the “Cancel” button will clear the contents of ALL entered fields.  The “tab” key may be used to move between the two buttons.

Note: The “Weapon System” field is populated by a drop-down box based on the data in the “weapon_system_list” database table - contact the WebCATS webmistress using the hyperlink on the WebCATS main web page regarding requests for the addition of new systems.  If the weapon system is not known when adding a record, the “Unspecified” option for the branch of service should be selected.

Note: The “List Managers Comments” field on the page can accommodate more than the maximum of 300 characters indicated in the column’s header, however only the first 300 characters will be saved in the database.

When the “Add Record(s)” button is clicked, the “Results” page will be displayed.  It will contain a count of records added, a “View Update List” hyperlink, and an “Add more records” hyperlink.  Clicking on the “Add more records” hyperlink will bring up an empty “Add Records for Project:” page to start the add process again.  Clicking on the “View Updated List” hyperlink will present the record list page with the same display properties described in the “Viewing Specific Record Lists” section presented earlier.  You may return to the application’s main page or the WebCATS home page by using the fast menu in the upper left corner.
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Editing Existing List Records

Records may be edited for any list you have privileges to maintain.  Choose an available list from the “Add, Edit, or Delete List Records” drop-down box (see Figure 2).  Next, select “Edit” from the drop-down box to the Right of the project name selection drop-down box.  Note: The order in which the above steps are done is important – the follow-on page will not be presented unless the project is selected first and then the action to be performed is chosen.

Following the selection of the “Edit” option, the “Edit Records for Project:” page will be displayed with the title of the list at the top and any current records listed at the bottom (see Figure 6 - Edit List Records).  Update the various data entry fields making sure to consider the special instructions listed at the top of the page and in the headers of the columns.

One or more records may be updated at a time.  As a change is made in a field and the cursor is moved to another field or record, the check box to on the left side of the record will automatically be checked.  Important: Be sure to move to a different field after making a change in order to activate the check box, otherwise it is possible that the changes may not be saved.

Following the update of the data in the various fields, click on the “Commit Changes” button at the bottom of the page.  Clicking the “Cancel” button will reset the contents of ALL updated fields to their original state and remove the checks from the check boxes.  The “tab” key may be used to move between the two buttons.

Note: The “Weapon System” field is populated by a drop-down box based on the data in the “weapon_system_list” database table - contact the WebCATS webmistress using the hyperlink on the WebCATS main web page regarding requests for the addition of new systems.  If the weapon system is not known at the time the record is updated, then the “Unspecified” option for the branch of service should be selected.

Note: The “List Managers Comments” field on the page can accommodate more than the maximum of 300 characters indicated in the column’s header, however only the first 300 characters will be saved in the database.

When the “Commit Changes” button is clicked, the “Success” page will be displayed.  It will contain a list of the requisition numbers for the records that were modified and a “View Updated Project List” hyperlink.  Clicking on the “View Updated Project List” hyperlink will present the record list page with the same display properties described in the “Viewing Specific Record Lists” section presented earlier.  You may return to the application’s main page or the WebCATS home page by using the fast menu in the upper left corner.
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Deleting Existing List Records

Records may be deleted for any list you have privileges to maintain.  Choose an available list from the “Add, Edit, or Delete List Records” drop-down box (see Figure 2).  Next, select “Delete” from the drop-down box to the right of the project name selection drop-down box.  Note: The order in which the above steps are done is important – the follow-on page will not be presented unless the project is selected first and then the action to be performed is chosen.

Following the selection of the “Delete” option, the “Delete / Archive Records for Project:” page will be displayed with the title of the list at the top and any current records listed at the bottom (see Figure 7 - Delete List Records).  Use the check box next to the records to be deleted.  One or more records may be deleted as desired by checking the corresponding box.  Note: The “List Managers Comments” field may be edited, but the changes will not be saved.

Following the checking of the check boxes, click on the “Commit Changes” button at the bottom of the page.  Clicking the “Cancel” button will clear the check marks of ALL checked boxes.  The “tab” key may be used to move between the two buttons.

When the “Commit Changes” button is clicked, the “Delete Results” page will be displayed.  It will contain a list of the requisition numbers and NSNs for the records that were deleted/archived and a “View Updated Project List” hyperlink.  Clicking on the “View Updated Project List” hyperlink will present the record list page with the same display properties described in the “Viewing Specific Record Lists” section presented earlier.  You may return to the application’s main page or the WebCATS home page by using the fast menu in the upper left corner.
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Using NSN and Weapon System List Lookup

The “NSN List Lookup” and “Weapon System List Lookup” parts of the list management applications are designed to provide a search capability to find certain list records which contain a specific NSN or weapon system.  The searches will look at all current and archive list data for the specific application (i.e., it will look at CIL data when in the CIL application, CRD data in the CRD application, and IML data in the IML application).

You will be presented with a search results page which will list the projects where the item was found.  In addition, the results page will separately identify current and archived project records to allow you to determine the relevance of the data.  In some cases, the NSN or weapon system may appear in both a current and archived project.  The projects listed on the results page are hyperlinks to record display pages containing only the NSNs or weapon systems that fit the search criteria.  Once on the record display page, you will be able to perform all of the sorting and drill down capabilities outlined in the “Viewing List Records” section presented earlier.

Searching For NSN Occurrences

Enter an NSN in the “NSN List Lookup” box and click the “Go!” button (see Figure 2).  The application does not use wildcards for NSN searches, so the NSN must match exactly in order for records to be returned.

Upon clicking the “Go!” button, the system will search for records and subsequently display the “NSN List Lookup” page (see Figure 8 - NSN List Lookup).  The page will include a list of current and archived projects where the NSN was found.  Note: If no project records contain the desired NSN, the area under the “Project Name” heading will be blank.  Notice that the current project matches are listed at the top of the page and the archive matches are listed at the bottom.
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On the “NSN List Lookup” page, you can click on one of the project names listed under the “Project Name” column heading. The record list page will subsequently be displayed with the heading indicating which project name was selected (see Figure 9 - Archive NSN List Records).  The heading will also indicate that the listed records are for the requested NSN and are from archive if appropriate.  You will be able to perform all of the sorting and drill down capabilities outlined in the “Viewing List Records” section presented earlier.

Note: The difference between the “View Archive List Records” page and the “View List Records” page is the inclusion of the “Rec Delete Date” and the exclusion of the SAR button and “Record Number” hyperlink on the archive display.

Searching For Weapon System Occurrences

Select a weapon system from the “Weapon System List Lookup” box and click the “Go!” button (see Figure 2).  The application does not allow for the manual input of weapon system names as the only way a weapon system may be entered when adding or editing a record is by using the drop-down list.

Upon clicking the “Go!” button, the system will search for records and subsequently display the “Weapon System List Lookup” page (see Figure 8 - NSN List Lookup, which is almost exactly the same for the weapon system list lookup).  The page will include a list of current and archived projects where the weapon system was found.  Note: If no project lists contain the desired weapon system, the area under the “Project Name” heading will be blank.  Notice that the current project matches are listed at the top of the page and the archive matches are listed at the bottom.

On the “Weapon System List Lookup” page, you can click on one of the project names listed under the “Project Name” column heading. The record list page will subsequently be displayed with the heading indicating which project name was selected (see Figure 9 - Archive NSN List Records, which is almost exactly the same for the weapon system list records).  The heading will also indicate that the listed records are for the requested weapon system and are from archive if appropriate.  You will be able to perform all of the sorting and drill down capabilities outlined in the “Viewing List Records” section presented earlier.

Conclusion

The Critical Item List (CIL), Customer Readiness Drivers (CRD), and Intensive Management Lists (IML) list management applications are works in progress.  Their capabilities have been designed in response to user needs.  If you have suggestions or identify problems with the applications, please address them to the WebCATS webmistress who may be contacted using the hyperlink on the WebCATS main web page.

CIL  Critical Item List Screen

The CIL is the official list which receives high level attention from those individuals concerned with the management of supply items and often reflects the state of parts whose availability can seriously affect the readiness of U.S. armed forces.

Note that the nature of the Critical Item List (CIL) makes submitting a SAR redundant as the CIL already commands the highest visibility, therefore no “SAR” button will be displayed.  
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This link was created at the request of DLA Europe.  It provides an automated way for the DLA Contingency Support Team to view the latest status of DLSC support to various overseas operations.  This additional functionality eliminates the need to update and share critical item information using email with spreadsheet attachments.  
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CIL – View records
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The View CIL Lists drop-down box contains all critical current project names as well as an archive link.  For managers with special privileges to add, edit, and delete list data, the option “Add/Edit/Delete List Records” will be also be present.   Note also the quick lookups for NSN and Weapons Systems

Upon selection of the “View Archive CIL Data” item, every archived CIL record is displayed. No matter which list the record belonged to before it was archived, it will be listed. Note: The record number is not hyperlinked when viewing archived data.

Choose an available list from the “Add, Edit, or Delete List Records” drop-down box.

It will contain a list of the requisition numbers and NSNs for the records that were deleted/archived and a “View Updated Project List” hyperlink.  Clicking on the “View Updated Project List” hyperlink will present the record list page with the same display properties described in the “Viewing Specific Record Lists” section presented earlier. 

Clicking the “Cancel” button will clear the check marks of ALL checked boxes.  The “tab” key may be used to move between the two buttons.

CIL – NSN and Weapons System List Lookup

The “NSN List Lookup” and “Weapon System List Lookup” parts of the list management applications are designed to provide a search capability to find certain list records which contain a specific NSN or weapon system.  The searches will look at all current and archive list data for the specific application (i.e., it will look at CIL data when in the CIL application, CRD data in the CRD application, and IML data in the IML application).

You will be presented with a search results page which will list the projects where the item was found.  In addition, the results page will separately identify current and archived project records to allow you to determine the relevance of the data.  In some cases, the NSN or weapon system may appear in both a current and archived project.  The projects listed on the results page are hyperlinks to record display pages containing only the NSNs or weapon systems that fit the search criteria.  Once on the record display page, you will be able to perform all of the sorting and drill down capabilities outlined in the “Viewing List Records” section presented earlier.

Searching For NSN Occurrences

Enter an NSN in the “NSN List Lookup” box and click the “Go!” button (see Figure 2).  The application does not use wildcards for NSN searches, so the NSN must match exactly in order for records to be returned.

Upon clicking the “Go!” button, the system will search for records and subsequently display the “NSN List Lookup” page (see Figure 8 - NSN List Lookup).  The page will include a list of current and archived projects where the NSN was found.  Note: If no project records contain the desired NSN, the area under the “Project Name” heading will be blank.  Notice that the current project matches are listed at the top of the page and the archive matches are listed at the bottom.
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CIL – NSN and Weapons System List Lookup (cont.)
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On the “NSN List Lookup” page, you can click on one of the project names listed under the “Project Name” column heading. The record list page will subsequently be displayed with the heading indicating which project name was selected (see Figure 9 - Archive NSN List Records).  The heading will also indicate that the listed records are for the requested NSN and are from archive if appropriate.  You will be able to perform all of the sorting and drill down capabilities outlined in the “Viewing List Records” section presented earlier.

Note: The difference between the “View Archive List Records” page and the “View List Records” page is the inclusion of the “Rec Delete Date” and the exclusion of the SAR button and “Record Number” hyperlink on the archive display.

Searching For Weapon System Occurrences

Select a weapon system from the “Weapon System List Lookup” box and click the “Go!” button (see Figure 2).  The application does not allow for the manual input of weapon system names as the only way a weapon system may be entered when adding or editing a record is by using the drop-down list.

Upon clicking the “Go!” button, the system will search for records and subsequently display the “Weapon System List Lookup” page (see Figure 8 - NSN List Lookup, which is almost exactly the same for the weapon system list lookup).  The page will include a list of current and archived projects where the weapon system was found.  Note: If no project lists contain the desired weapon system, the area under the “Project Name” heading will be blank.  Notice that the current project matches are listed at the top of the page and the archive matches are listed at the bottom.

On the “Weapon System List Lookup” page, you can click on one of the project names listed under the “Project Name” column heading. The record list page will subsequently be displayed with the heading indicating which project name was selected (see Figure 9 - Archive NSN List Records, which is almost exactly the same for the weapon system list records).  The heading will also indicate that the listed records are for the requested weapon system and are from archive if appropriate.  You will be able to perform all of the sorting and drill down capabilities outlined in the “Viewing List Records” section presented earlier.
