Procurement Information Memorandum 02-03

SUBJECT:  Pre-Award Management of Critical Safety Items

     PROCLTR 01-20, December 5, 2001, subject as above, was the second of two PROCLTRs that addressed the urgent need to improve our management of Navy critical safety items (CSIs).  Due to the catastrophic consequences to personnel, equipment, or mission, that could result from the failure of a single CSI, every requirement for a CSI (as identified by the Navy) must be awarded to an approved source.  Because it has been determined that some awards that have been made were improper, DLAD guidance has been revised to include new procedures to address acquisition and management of CSI requirements.

     New guidance at DLAD 11.302-91 outlines policy that must be strictly followed by DLA personnel for managing and procuring these items.  When the AID includes the statement, “This is a Critical Safety Item (CSI),” Contracting Officers must follow the guidance in the “Acquisition Requirement” (which appears in Table ZQT03 under the heading, “The Following Requirements Apply to Critical Safety Items”) on the purchase request (PR) trailer.

     Use of the coverage at DLAD 11.302-91(a), Guidance for acquisition personnel, is effective immediately and shall be applied as follows:

          (1)  Incorporate, in all new solicitations for CSI items, the new DLAD clauses, 52.211-9005, Conditions for Evaluation and Acceptance of Offers for Critical Safety Items (DPACS I38DC); 52.211-9006, Changes in Contractor Status, Item Acquired, and/or Manufacturing Process/Facility – Critical Safety Items (DPACS I38DD); and 52.211-9007, Withholding of Material Review (MRB) Authority – Critical Safety Items (DPACS I38DE).

          (2)  Amend unawarded solicitations for CSI items to incorporate those DLAD clauses listed above in order for the new policy to be considered in the evaluation of offers.

     Due to the impact and significance of this issue, the complete text of the new coverage at DLAD 11.302-91, 11.304-90, updates to Parts 12, 17, 46, 52, the full text of the clauses is attached.  Guidance for post award management of CSI items will be outlined in a separate PIM.
