EDI IMPLEMENTATION GUIDE

 For POPS

The Paperless Ordering Placement System

At Defense Supply Center Richmond (DSCR)

POPS complies with ANSI X.12 PO (Purchase Order) 850 Transaction; 856 Shipment Notice; and 997 Functional Acknowledgement Version 3050 Standard for Electronic Data Interchange (EDI). In order to begin receiving POPS Delivery Orders from DSCR, you must do the following:


1. Have a long-term contract instrument in place with DSCR…


2. Obtain the POPS ANSI X.12 Implementation Convention…


3. Use a Defense Automated Addressing Service Center (DAASC) Certified Value Added Network (VAN)…


4. And, establish a POPS connection with DSCR.

If you do not have Internet access, you may request this information from DSCR at the numbers listed at the end of this document.

The following information is required in order for DSCR to establish a POPS EDI connection:


The name of the VAN selected by the customer.


The Interchange ID……………ISA08


The Interchange ID Qualifier…ISA07


The Application Receiver ID…GS03


The customer EDI Point of Contact, Phone Number, and Email Address.

Once an EDI connection is established, DSCR will transmit Test Transactions until everything is working properly. Once everything checks out, the EDI connection will be set for Production transmission of Delivery Orders. Normally, Delivery Orders are created and transmitted twice daily. During month end processing, there may be a two to three day window when no Delivery Orders will be generated.

Production Delivery Orders have a Contract Number (SP040099D9999) and a Call Number (0001) that is appended to the Contract Number (SP040099D99990001). Each new order increments the Call Number by one. There should be no gaps in call numbers and no duplicate call numbers; however, it is advisable that the vendors establish a verification process to prevent duplicate shipments. You should never process duplicate Contract Number-Call Numbers.
