EDI invoicing will be mandatory.  The Defense Supply Center Richmond (DSCR) will administer the basic contract but each ICP will issue and administer its own delivery orders.  The ICPs are:

For clarification purposes: When the term "base year" is cited throughout this solicitation it is to be interpreted as "base period," which consists of 3 years.

 

The resulting contract will have a 3-year base period with 2, one-year options.

NSN Listings:  Attachment 1 shows the NSNs covered under this solicitation. While it is not foreseen that one offeror will propose on all items, in addition to other factors, offers will be evaluated on the basis of advantages and disadvantages to the Government that might result from making numerous awards.  It is assumed, for the purpose of evaluating offers, that $500 would be the administrative cost to the Government of issuing and administering each contract awarded under this solicitation, and individual awards will be for the items or combination of items that result in the lowest aggregate cost to the Government, including the assumed administrative cost.    

Quality Matrix: The Quality Matrix is at attachment 3.  The NSN listings include quality headers that specify the inspection requirement, quality assurance provisions, and other specific quality requirements for each NSN.  An appendix to the quality headers is included at Attachment 4.  The appendix designates which contract clauses apply to each quality requirement and provides references and handbooks that decode the various quality codes.  The quality columns provide information to supplement the requirements stated in the AID, and in the event that a conflict exists between these two documents, the AID shall be the prevailing requirement. The contractor shall notify the Government in the event of a discovered conflict between the AID and the quality matrix.

Surge and Sustainment Requirements:  Attachment 2 shows those NSNs that have been designated as Surge and Sustainment items.  The attachment identifies the individual requirements for each month as well as the total six-month requirement per NSN.  

CLIN 6000- Surge and Sustainment Requirement:  NOTICE TO OFFERORS:  CLIN 6000 is the surge quantity that may be ordered by the Government in a military contingency.  The Government is not obligated to order any of the surge quantities and the contractor should not ship such quantities without receipt of an order clearly designated for surge quantities.  The surge quantity requirements are identified in Attachment 2.  The offeror must specify the percentage of price increase for surge quantities or state “none”.  If the offeror fails to do so, the offeror will be evaluated with no additional charge for surge quantities.
