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DSCR QUALITY ASSURANCE PROVISION (QAP) 121    (Apr 1990)


1.  MANDATORY CONTRACTOR INSPECTION SYSTEM:


a.  The edition of MIL-I-45208 in effect at the date of—solicitation applies.  This inspection system shall, as a—minimum, encompass all tests and examinations specified in para 2—below.  Records of all these examinations and tests shall be—maintained by the contractor for a period of at least two years—after final contract delivery.


b.  Verification Samplings:  The Government reserves the right to—select and use samples without cost to the Government for the—purpose of conducting inspection at a point other than the—premises of the contractor or subcontractor to verify the results—of the contractor's inspection (examinations and tests, as—specified).  Such verification will not normally exceed the—amount of inspection set forth in this contract for performance—by the contractor.


2.  INSPECTION AND TEST:


a.  The contractor shall perform or have performed those test/inspections necessary to assure the product fully meets all—requirements of CID A-A-50433.  Particular attention is directed—to note 2, PG-2, CID A-A-50433 which requires compliance with the—requirements on Navsea S9520-AB-ATM-010/(U) and Navsea T6350-AA�HBK-010.


b.  Unless otherwise specified, an examination of the preparation—for delivery shall be performed to determine compliance with—specified requirements.  The lot shall consist of items,—packages, or shipping containers, as applicable.  The unit of—product shall be one item, one package, or one shipping—container, as applicable.  Sampling shall be performed in—accordance with the editionof MIL-STD-105 in effect on the date of the solicitation.  The inspection level shall be Level S-2,—and the acceptable quality level (AQL) shall be 4.0, expressed as—defects per hundred units.
