1.  MANDATORY CONTRACTOR INSPECTION SYSTEM:


The edition of MIL-I-45208 in effect at the date of solicitation applies This inspection system shall, as a minimum, encompass all tests and exami�nations specified in para 2 below.  Records of all these examinations and tests shall be maintained by the contractor for a period of at least two years after final contract delivery.


2.  INSPECTION AND TEST:


a.  The contractor shall perform or have performed all inspections (examinations and tests) in accordance with the latest revision of MIL�L-46152 in effect on the date of the solicitation.


b.  Process Variations:  The contractor is responsible to blend the products specified elsewhere in this contract to the exact formulation as shown on the summary data and tolerance sheet for this qualified product.  Any variance of the blend which achieves the desired properties must be approved by the Government Quality Assurance Representative (QAR). Any variance of the blend ratio exceeding 1%, any variance in the viscosity improver or any change of the additives as approved by the qualifying agency, must be approved by the Procuring Contracting Officer.


c.  Unless otherwise specified, an examination of the preparation for delivery shall be performed to determine compliance with specified require�ments.  The lot shall consist of items, packages, or shipping containers, as applicable.  The unit of product shall be one item, one package, or one ship�ping container, as applicable.  Sampling shall be performed in accordance with MIL-STD-105.  The inspection level shall be Level S-2, and the accept�able quality level (AQL) shall be 4.0, expressed as defects per hundred units.


d.  From the first production lot or batch of this contract, the QAR shall randomly select a one gallon sample and forward the sample with the con�tractor's lot analysis to the address as indicated below.  The sample and lot analysis shall be forwarded within four days after packaging of the lot has been completed.  The sample and lot analysis shall be furnished without charge to the Government and shall be packaged, packed, marked, and shipped at the contractor's expense to:  U.S. Army Belvoir Research & Development Center, ATTN:  STRBE-VF, Fort Belvoir, Virginia  22060.
