DSCR QUALITY ASSURANCE PROVISION (QAP) 159   (Oct 1996)





1.  MANDATORY CONTRACTOR INSPECTION SYSTEM:


The quality program shall be in accordance with ANSI/ASQC Q9001-1994, or  ISO 9001:1994: Quality Systems - Model for Quality Assurance in Design, Development, Production, Installation, and  Servicing.  The contractor is responsible for controlling  product quality and for offering for acceptance to the Government only those items or lots of items conforming to contractual requirements.  The contractor shall provide and maintain a quality system which adheres to the requirements of ANSI/ASQC Q9002-1994 or ISO 9002:1994.  The following requirements also apply:


		a.  The calibration of measuring and testing equipment shall, as a minimum, adhere to the requirements of ANSI/NCSL Z540-1-1994 or ISO 10012-1:1992.


b.  Inspection and test records shall, as a minimum,


indicate the nature of the observations, number of observations made, and the number and type of deficiencies found.  Data included in inspection and test records shall be complete and accurate, and shall be used for trend analysis and to assess corrective action effectiveness.


c.  The supplier's gages and measuring and testing


devices shall be made available for operations of such devices and for verification of their accuracy and condition.


		d.  The inspection system shall, as a minimum, encompass all tests and examinations specified below.  Records of all examinations and tests shall be maintained for a period of at least three years after final contract delivery.


2.  INSPECTION AND TEST:


		a.  The contractor shall perform or have performed all inspections and tests necessary and as governed by drawings, specifications and standards cited elsewhere in this contract to insure total compliance to contract requirements.


b.  The first article sample (one preproduction model)


shall be forwarded, without charge to the Government, To: Cdr, OO-ALC/MMIST, ATTN: NonAccountable Bay, Transportation Officer, Bldg 849W, Hill AFB, UT  84056.  Mark "First Article - Do Not Post".


c.  Sampling:  Sampling for inspection and acceptance


shall be performed in accordance with ANSI/ASQC Z1.4-1993.


d.  Visual/Dimensional Inspections:  The inspection


level shall be II.  Any departure from a specified requirement shall be classified as a defect.  Any defect shall be cause for rejection of the entire shipment quantity.


e.  End Item Tests (if applicable):  The inspection


level shall be II.  Failure of any sample unit to pass any test shall be cause for rejection of the entire shipment quantity.


f.  Examination of Preparation for Delivery:  The


inspection level shall be S-2.  An examination of preservation, packaging, packing and marking shall be performed to determine compliance with contract  requirements. Any non-compliance with contractual requirements shall be cause for rejection of the entire shipment quantity.


g.  Any defective item discovered by the Government


after shipment may be cause for rejection of the entire contract quantity.
